In the summer of 1996, 
we took our first group 
of teens to Haiti on an 
amazing 2-week life 
altering adventure.  Lit-
tle did we know what 
was in store for us when 
we arrived in Port-au-
Prince and hopped on a 
“tap-tap” for the 12-
hour trip to Ouanamin-
the.  Now ten years 
later, we’re getting 
ready to break ground 
for  our  International 

School of Ministry, Op-
erations Center, Orphan-
age, School & Clinic. 
 
Sometimes people ask 
why we “expanded” our 
work from New Jersey to 
Haiti.  The answer is sim-
ple.  We were called by 
God to do so!  When 
Lynn Ann and I first 
moved to New Jersey 
from New Mexico in 
1971, some people asked 
us, “Aren’t there enough 
poor people in New 
Mexico to work with?!”  
Had we listened to those 
naysayers, there would be 
no Aslan today!  With 
God it’s never a question 

of “either, or” but always “both, and.” Throughout our world 
there are needs, and God calls some to India and some to Af-
rica.  He’s called Aslan both to Monmouth County and Haiti. 
 

In our 30 years of ministry, we have done nothing that has 
had more positive impact in the lives of our Aslan youth 
than taking them to Haiti.  Our new outreach center will give 
us the opportunity to introduce lots more Aslan kids to the 
beauty of their African Heritage and to the abject poverty of 
those in so 
much greater 
need than 
they are.  
Most impor-
tantly, our 
Aslan teens 
realize that in 
giving of 
themselves, 
they truly re-
ceive!
